The Need… 
I sat across from ‘Mrs. M’ in Burger King as 
she shared about her struggles in growing 
up Christian in a remote vi llage.  She could 
not attend her own cultural events since 
there were so steeped in alcohol and 
animism.  Her main struggle was deep 
loneliness.  10 years ago she was able to 
have a very slow internet connection and 
take part in Christian chat rooms.  That was 
her lifeline!  She shared how much of a 
dramatic difference it made in her life.  It 
seems obvious that the need can only be 
greater now and so are the opportunities...as 
well as the challenges. 
 

The Challenge… 
A few months earlier I sat across from one of 
our veteran teammates in that very same 
Burger King.  “Mr. G” shared about the rising 
tide of resistance from within the Native 
community to any outside assistance, 
especially from missionaries.  He relayed the 
story of a school teacher who wrote an 
article for his hometown paper about living in 
“Backwards Ville”.  He intended to be 
humorous regarding the differences in 
culture.  “Surely no one would find out since 
there were thousands of miles between the 
two communities.”  WRONG!  Thanks to the 
internet that article was found and that 
teacher was IMMEDIATELY kicked out of 
town.  What was worse is that he referred to 
Mr. G. as a ‘missionary’.  The elders in town 
said to my friend, “He called you a 
missionary!  You’re our pastor.  We don’t 
need any missionaries!!!”  Mr. G is very 
excited about what we are doing because he 
sees the need to creative re-think outreach.  
However, he also sees the need for wisdom 
and caution in how we use digital media. 

Plugging Away... 
 
 Since our last official update in 
August, we have been plugging away at our 
media related tasks.  I have been updating 
www.sendnorth.org, presenting leadership 
with new ideas for maximizing its use, 
finding digital resources for ChangePoint 
Church’s pending outreach, meeting with 
people for one on one discipleship, and 
creating a discipleship of the mind 
presentation.  (This last item I am just now 
starting.)   
 At the end of September, I was able 
to travel to a remote Christian Camp in 
Alaska  and get together with some of our 
village missionaries.  It was a fun time to 
share and pray together.  It reminded me 
again how  great the need is and all the 
challenges that lay ahead. 
 It is never easy to break new ground 
in ministry.  So please be praying for 
continued wisdom and clarity on my part as 
I work to bring in a new dimension to bush 
outreach.
